Unless
someone else acknowledges the sound it is really hard to say.

Regardless, research shows that msot EVPs on our recorders seem to be delivered via EMF and not an
actual sound event. Some people are so convinced of this they want to rule out a lot of what are called
EVPs because the equipment they were recorded on does not meet certain criteria.

Personally | think they have several ways of verbally communicating with us so | see no reason that the
same message may not be recorded in multiple fashions. As far as the timeline is involved, maybe they
are are saying the same thing again in a different way or for some reason your hearing is
&quot;tuned&quot; to &quot;hear&quot; the EMF event.

| am not saying | know the answer to your question. | am just saying that there are reasons that it could
happen that way. Logic gets fuzzy when we don't know all the rules and delivery options.
