We would never try to trick the investigators CC. When I posted the pic at first, I let everyone take a look
at it and explained a little bit about it. I did this to see what folks would say; no type of tricking involved.
Then I explained how we got the effect. If we keep it honest without bringing any false claims, I think it'll
help educate people.

Sometimes people are too quick to see a photo as paranormal. That's where the technical knowledge
comes in. But I would rather people look at it and try to process what they see rather than for me to tell
them up front.
