Between taking photos, my wife would get down on the ground and
attempt to read the tombstone. When she finally was able to make out the writing, the date of death was
March 20, 1907. We were there at the gravesite on the anniversary of this person's death. You could not
make out the name but you got a sense that this grave belonged to a female.
