Then in the third picture - there's nothing in the window, and it was only minutes later. The other thing to
notice in the third picture is that there is no lichen pattern at the base of the tree, so that would eliminate
that possibility regarding my first post.

In the fourth picture, there actually is a large spot of sunlight on the tomb where | thought | saw the boy
(picture in my first post). Here it clearly looks like a sunspot, where in my first post it doesn't really.
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What do you think? In both posts I've only cropped two photos, and that's it. Thanks!
